As the meeting was conducted electronically, in accordance with the amended Open Meetings Act all votes were conducted by roll call.  

Approval of Agenda

It was moved by Mr. Hamad and seconded by Mr. Abu-Shanab to approve the agenda.  A roll call vote was taken.  The vote was unanimous (5/0) in favor of the motion (Ayes – Abu-Shanab, Al-Zaqzuq, Hamad, Choudhury, and Ibrahim).  Motion passed - Agenda approved.
No board member indicated having a conflict of interest with respect to any agenda item. 

Approval of Prior Meeting Minutes

It was moved by Mr. Hamad and seconded by Mr. Abu-Shanab to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting held on February 17, 2021 as read.   A roll call vote was taken.  The vote was unanimous (5/0) in favor of the motion (Ayes – Abu-Shanab, Al-Zaqzuq, Hamad, Choudhury, and Ibrahim).  Motion passed - Minutes approved.

No public comment was provided. 

Presentations

The Board participated in a recorded training session on Title IX presented by Attorney G. Meihn who is a certified Title IX Trainer.
Correspondence

A letter of approval of the Vended School Meals Renewal for the 2021/2022 school year was received from MDE.

Reports

Mr. Cowger discussed the current activities pursuant to the Extended Covid Learning Plan and the current activities underway for the 20/21 school year.   Reporting on the recent release of Progress Reports, he discussed the difference between Progress Reports and Official Report Cards, noting that the recent Progress Reports show most students earning “A”s.   Students who are at the bottom of the grading scale are being counseled and contracts put in place for ensuring academic improvement.  Re-enrollment is in process and methods for the re-enrollment of students includes on-line, mail, phone and home visitations. 
Dr. Coggins summarized the February financial reports noting cash on hand, fund balance, and actual to budget percentages for both revenues and expenditures.   

Extended Covid Learning Plan (ECLP)

Instruction under the Extended Covid Learning Plan continues to include face-to-face, hybrid and remote options as of February 1, 2021.    
The weekly interaction rates for the past four weeks of school were presented by Mr. Cowger.  The overall average for two-way interactions for the past month has been 94.75%.  
No public comment was received on the ECLP as presented.

It was moved by Mr. Hamad and seconded by Mr. Abu-Shanab to reaffirm the ECLP.  A roll call vote was taken.  The vote was unanimous (5/0) in favor of the motion (Ayes – Abu-Shanab, Al-Zaqzuq, Hamad, Choudhury and Ibrahim).  Motion passed – ECLP reaffirmed.
Unfinished Business

No action was taken on the Vaccination Policies.  

New Business
It was moved by Mr. Abu-Shanab and seconded by Mr. Hamad to approve the February financial reports and disbursements.  A roll call vote was taken.  The vote was unanimous (5/0) in favor of the motion (Ayes – Abu-Shanab, Al-Zaqzuq, Hamad, Choudhury and Ibrahim). Motion passed – Financial Reports approved.  
It was moved by Mr. Hamad and seconded by Mr. Abu-Shanab to approve the 2021/2022 Vended School Meals Renewal with CMT Foods (as approved by MDE).  A roll call vote was taken.  The vote was unanimous (5/0) in favor of the motion (Ayes – Abu-Shanab, Al-Zaqzuq, Hamad, Choudhury, and Ibrahim).  Motion passed – CMT Foods Renewal approved.

Other Business
No other business was brought to the Board.
Authorizer Comments
Ms. Bartos noted the availability of the March, April and May resource calendars.  She reported that the allowability of remote attendance for Board Meetings pursuant to the Open Meetings Act expires as of March 31, 2021 and recommended keeping a remote option open for those who might not be able to attend in person.  She also reported on the availability of ESSER funding and a webinar on allowability prepared by the Council of Authorizers and MAPSA.

The April meeting was announced for Wednesday, April 21, 2021, which is planned for in-person attendance by the Board of Directors.  
Mr. Hamad provided his authorization for documents to be signed electronically.  
It was moved by Mr. Abu-Shanab and seconded by Mr. Hamad that the meeting be adjourned at 7:08 p.m. The vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.  Motion passed – Meeting Adjourned.
